This letter responds to the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request from Maximilian
Webster, formerly of your law office, in which he requested 1) copies of documents containing
ambient air quality readings from every monitoring station in Southern Louisiana including
Chalmette, Venice, New Orleans, and surrounding areas from April 2010 until the present; 2)
water quality monitoring records for the same period of time and region; and 3) copies of
documents or information concerning the United States Coast Guard directing British Petroleum
to monitor water and air levels.

I regret that we are unable to assist you. Our search of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA) records failed to identify any records in our files that would respond to
your request.
